Rod Wt(s)  6 or 7 wt for Lahontan Cutthroat trout 
Line Floating or intermediate sinking lines; sink tips or shooting heads. 
Leader 5’ to 7’   2x10lb or 5’ to 7’ 30lb 
Tippet 2’ to 3’  8lb  or  2’ to 3’ 15lb 
Other 6’ ladder with steel footing for weight.  Empty 1 Gal. Plastic jug on 6’ rope.  Ladders are 

recommended but not required.

#10 Black Wooly Bugger, 2’ copper with copper with copper John or green-gray or dark 
beetle, #12 Blood midge, #16 Rootbeer nymph or PT nymph.  

     

Other Gear suggestions: Winter Waders, Winter Coats, Ladder with metal on bottom legs to keep it from sinking.
